· as home to Camosun’s Centre for Sport and Exercise Education which encompasses five academic programs:
· Exercise & Wellness Diploma (started Fall 2006)
· Sport Management Diploma (started Fall 2007)
· Athlete & Coach Education Diploma (under development)

· Athlete & Exercise Therapy Applied Degree (under development)

· Sport & Fitness Leadership Applied Degree (under development)

· as a venue for Camosun’s Recreation and Athletic services including:

· recreation programs and services for Camosun students and employees

· competition, training and practice space for the Camosun Chargers intercollegiate athletics teams (currently basketball, volleyball and golf)

· as a venue for the applied research and outreach programs Camosun will conduct, in cooperation with PacificSport and PacificSport Victoria, as part of its academic role in the PSI.  The College has established a Leading Edge Endowment Fund (LEEF) BC Regional Innovation Chair in Sport Technology.  This position will be located in the Institute providing Camosun with the unique opportunity to build productive links between a dynamic sport research community and the private sector by encouraging new technology development, partnership opportunities and a broader commercialization approach.  The Sport Technology Chair will lead sport innovation, credibility in prototype development, testing of new sport technology developments, and through industry liaison, Camosun will be in a unique position to provide services and expertise not currently readily available to the sport community.  In addition there may be opportunities where the Sport Technology Chair works in cooperation with the College’s Trades and Technology faculty, students and facilities and Centre for Orientated Research to pursue sport technology development opportunities.
